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Preparesnow controlequipment in your vehicle
If the weather suddenly changes in winter while traveling in a

To protect your life, it is best to pack
blankets, warm clothing, disposable heat packs, water, food,
flashlight, gloves, rubber boots, shovel, a portable toilet, and
cigar-socket charger in your vehicle.

When the snow blocks the exhaust port, the exhaust gas fills
the vehicle, increasing the risk of carbon monoxide poisoning.
When starting the engine for the heater, it is vital to remove
snow from around the exhaust port. The job is facilitated if you
